Course Requirements:


Assignments:  

1. Quiz (10%):
Quizzes will be given on scheduled weeks during the semester and will cover content that has been taught in class. There will not be any make-up quizzes.  If a student is absent for a quiz, a grade of zero will be recorded. Students will be notified in advance if any quiz dates will be changed.
2. Exams (midterm” = 30%; final exam” = 40%):
Examinations will be given at scheduled class times during the semester. Exams will be done in the classrooms. Exam content will be based upon material addressed in the assigned text, assigned readings, class assignments and in-class content. There are no make-up exams; any exception should be discussed with the instructor at least 48 hours in advance of the exam. All the exams will be in MCQ format.
3. Class activity (10%)

Students will be divided into groups/teams. In each group or team, members should provide a critical thinking exercise from the suggested actions available in the Web [https://www.schrockguide.net/uploads/3/9/2/2/392267/critical-thinking-workbook.pdf ]. This exercise helps students think critically and works in a team effectively.
4. Discussion board (10%)
There will be one discussion board to be completed during the semester. The assignment will be completed and submitted in Blackboard by the required due date. There will not be any make-up assignment. If you do not submit it by the required due date, a grade of zero will be provided.
Attendance:  Students are expected to attend every class face to face or through the black board or Zoom meeting, based on the instructors’ guidelines. Students are responsible for all announcements and any content covered in each class.  

Classroom behavior:  This class will be conducted in an atmosphere of mutual respect.  It is expected that cell phones will be muted during class. No student will be permitted to respond to text messages during class.
