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An Assessment Of The New Cairo City
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Abstract
The idea of suburb was evolved from the very start of massive/fast 

transportation.  Cairo has expanded informally and dramatically during the last 
three decades, predominantly informally over the scarce agricultural land 
surrounding it.  However, lately, the government is improving transportation, in 
a form of subway network and motorcar ring road, the matter that lead to create 
planned urban settlements on the periphery of Greater Cairo.  Most the planned 
urbanization is concentrated on the Eastern side of Greater Cairo Region 
(GCR) forming what is called the “New Cairo City,” the biggest-most suburb 
for Cairo in the recent history.  This paper focuses on this new urbanization in 
comparison with similar international models, and evaluates its urban 
development characteristics, rates, and objectives. 
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
