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Abstract

The studys objective is to measure the rate of economic returns for
investing on university education in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia. By
utilizing the Internal Rate of Returns (IRR) method of estimation, the
study found that the rate at the individual level is (6.67%) and at the social
level is (2.77%) .

These results imply that investing on university education in the
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia is economicly feasible at the individual level, but
not at the social level; that is due to high costs born by the state in
providing such service and to economic waste associated with it.
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
