Description of Assignments 
1) In-term and final exams are multiple- choice, short- answer and fill- in- the blank, problem-solving typed questions. (Pts: 15, 15, 40)
2) World Language Exhibition (done in groups of 5) consists of culmination and applications of Linguistics knowledge. Students will collaborate in groups of 5 to research about an agreed world language of interest such as Turkish, French, Chinese, Korean, ect.  They will compare the linguistic features of this language to either English or Arabic. In addition, each group will demonstrate the use of the language to the class through a creative activity demonstration and a poster session. A two-period class time during the oral exam week will be allocated for the World Language Exhibition.  (Pts: 15)
3) Group exercises: Students will collaborate on written exercises after each Linguistics topic.  The collaborative work will take place during class time. (Pts: 10)
