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Developing a Saudi Scale to Measure
The Big Five Personality Factors

Abstract

This study aimed at designing a personality
questionnaire measuring the five factors: Neuroticism,
Extraversion, Cconscientiousness, Agreeableness, and
Openness to Experience. The items (n=110) were obtained
from previous studies conducted on Saudi samples, and the
International Personality Item Pool. To investigate the
factor structure; a sample of ( 735) male Saudi university
students completed the questionnaire. Results confirmed
previous findings: identifying the five factors. However, a
sixth factor was inconclusive in terms of existence and
identity. Regarding reliability coefficients (internal
consistency and test retest); they were high
