The major part of the course incorporates recorded materials including numbers, figures, dates, statistics, and a variety of discourses. Some of the main objectives of the course are to train the students: 1) to extract the main ideas and supporting details to understand the meaning of words as used in the text, 2) to recognize the tone and rhythm of the speaker’s speech, 3) to understand the meaning of grammatical usage and structure of discourse, and 4) to acquire the skill of note taking and completing outlines for lectures The speaking course seeks to develop and foster the following skills:

2. Situations
3. Gathering information and evidence.
