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Abstract
A Study on the Effects of the Bahri Mamluk Sultans’ Hunting trips
(648-784 A.H/1250-1382 A.D)

There was an important role for the hunting trip during the Bahri Mamluk State
especially the trips in which the Sultan participated. In those hunting trips, there was a
display for the State status and strength and the knighthood of the Sultan and his
Mamluks. Because of the nature of the military structure in the ruling system in the
Mamluk State, the hunting trip developed its own regulations and traditions that the
state tried to display. For that, all the Mamluk Sultans hold tens of trips that were
allocated for hunting.

In this study, | trace the Bahri Mamluk Sulatns hunting trips and what
accompanied those hunting trips wither were knighthood, leisure, or training. At the
same time, | focus on the political, economic, social, and secure effects that resulted of
those hunting trips. And this part is the heart of this study because the Sultans hunting
trips were so deep that had huge impact on the Mamluk State.

This paper is dividing into two parts. The first is the political effects and | merge

the secure effects in his part because of the close relation between the political and

secure effects. The second is about the economic effects and | merge the social effects
because of the close relation between the society and economy.

This study concludes that hunting trips affected the political and secure life of

the Bahri Mamluk State because it gave the Sultan the chance to supervisioning the

state provinces. At the same time, it shows the importance of the regulations for the

security of the Sultan because if those regulations were ignored, the trip would be a
destructive practically for the sultan and also the Mamluk State.

In addition, this study concludes that the hunting trips exhausted the Mamluk treasury
and affected negatively the peasants. Nonetheless, it contributed in the growth of trade
activities especially in commodities that were connected with hunting trips.
