Hunting trips Preparations for the Bahri Mamluk Sultans

“A Cultural Study”

The Bahri Mamluk Sultans envisioned the hunting trip not only as way of leisure
but also for domestic and foreign goals. Most of the Bahri Mamluk Sultans went for
hunting trips while he was a prince and after becoming a sultan. For example, Baibars
went to hunt more than twenty five times and and an-Nasir Muhammad ibn Qalawun
went more than forty seven times.

To show the great status of the Bahri Mamluk Sultanate, the state focused on
the proper preparation and employing the special employers provide every possible
thing, for the satisfaction of the sultan. The importance of this job was so clear in the
Mamluk Sultanate because the high-ranking princes who had many employers under
their management organized those trips. Those trips were an opportunity for a
promotion in the Mamluki political life because who proves his efficiency during those
trips and get the sultan appreciation, would benefit from this opportunity in the
Mamluk State political life.

Hunting trips Preparations and the employers who prepared them have been
mentioned in the primary and secondary sources in general and accidental way. The
most important study, which discussed this subject, was Dr. Nabil Abdul-Aziz Study
about hunting sport. This study differs of Abdul-Aziz’s study because it focuses on only
the Bahri Mamluk Sultans while Abdul-aziz’s study studied the whole Mamluki period. In
addition, Abdul-Aziz study envisioned the hunting trips as a social status for the high-
ranking princes in the state while this study envisions the hunting trips as one of the
Sultanate important parts which has its own employees, annual budget, and roles that
organize the employees affairs.

This study discuses the special preparation of the Mamluki Sultan for his hunting
trips whether it was clothes, weapons, tools, animals, and others. Furthermore, it deals
with the Mamluki Sultan caravan and camp and finally it discusses the cost of those trips
in that period of time.
