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RIYADH: The Japanese government has conferred a certificate of commendation on the College
of Languages and Translation (COLT) of the Riyadh-based King Saud University (KSU).
KSU-COLT is the only institution in the Gulf, which offers a five-year integrated bachelor’s program and
basic courses in Japanese.
