COURSE SYLLABUS

FALL, 2011

DESCRIPTION
The course aims to train the students to develop their speaking and listening skills so that at the end of the course they will be able to handle specific communicative tasks. The focus of the course will be on practical language use. Every student will perform these tasks numerous times within the class and in laboratory. Extensive use will be made of visual materials to train the students to use language in  different situations. Intonation drills will be covered so that students can produce language that approximate native language rhythms. To pass the course the students must demonstrate their ability, at low-intermediate level, to:

The instructor gives instructions and examples on how to prepare certain presentation topics So the students can practice their presentations required.
